Wednesday Readings 
Psalm 118: 19-end 
(Same as Sunday) 
 
Mark 14: 1-15,47 
Now the Passover and the Festival 
of Unleavened Bread were only 
two days away, and the chief 
priests and the teachers of the 
law were scheming to arrest Jesus 
secretly and kill him. 2 “But not 
during the festival,” they said, “or 
the people may riot.” 3 While he 
was in Bethany, reclining at the 
table in the home of Simon the 
Leper, a woman came with an 
alabaster jar of very expensive 
perfume, made of pure nard. She 
broke the jar and poured the 
perfume on his head. 4 Some of 
those present were saying 
indignantly to one another, “Why 
this waste of perfume? 5 It could 
have been sold for more than a 
year’s wages and the money given 
to the poor.” And they rebuked 
her harshly. 6 “Leave her alone, 
” said Jesus. “Why are you 
bothering her? She has done a 
beautiful thing to me. 7 The poor 
you will always have with you, and 
you can help them any time you 

want. But you will not always have 
me. 8 She did what she could. She 
poured perfume on my body 
beforehand to prepare for my 
burial. 9 Truly I tell you, wherever 
the gospel is preached 
throughout the world, what she 
has done will also be told, in 
memory of her.” 10 Then Judas 
Iscariot, one of the Twelve, went 
to the chief priests to betray Jesus 
to them. 11 They were delighted to 
hear this and promised to give 
him money. So he watched for an 
opportunity to hand him over. 
12 On the first day of the Festival of 
Unleavened Bread, when it was 
customary to sacrifice the 
Passover lamb, Jesus’ disciples 
asked him, “Where do you want 
us to go and make preparations 
for you to eat the Passover?” 
13 So he sent two of his disciples, 
telling them, “Go into the city, and 
a man carrying a jar of water will 
meet you. Follow him. 14 Say to the 
owner of the house he enters, 
‘The Teacher asks: Where is my 
guest room, where I may eat the 
Passover with my disciples?’ 15 He 
will show you a large room 
upstairs, furnished and ready. 
Make preparations for us there.” 
47 Then one of those standing near 
drew his sword and struck the 
servant of the high priest, cutting 
off his ear.

Almighty and everlasting God, 
who in your tender love towards 
the human race sent your Son 
our Saviour Jesus Christ to take 
upon him our flesh and to suffer 
death upon the cross: grant that 
we may follow the example of his 
patience and humility, and also 
be made partakers of his  
resurrection; through Jesus 
Christ your Son our Lord, who is 
alive and reigns with you, in the 
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, 
now and for ever. 
 

Psalm 118: 19-end 
19 Open for me the gates of the 
righteous; I will enter and give 
thanks to the LORD. 20 This is the 
gate of the LORD through which 
the righteous may enter. 21 I will 
give you thanks, for you answered 
me; you have become my  
salvation. 22 The stone the  
builders rejected has become the 
cornerstone; 23 the LORD has done 
this, and it is marvellous in our 
eyes. 24 The LORD has done it this 
very day; let us rejoice today and 
be glad. 25 LORD, save us! LORD, 
grant us success! 26 Blessed is he 
who comes in the name of the 
LORD. From the house of the Lord 
we bless you. 27 The LORD is God, 
and he has made his light 
shine on us. With boughs in hand, 
join in the festal procession up to 
the horns of the altar. 28 You are 
my God, and I will praise you; 
you are my God, and I will exalt 
you. 29 Give thanks to the LORD, for 
he is good; his love endures  
forever. 

Mark 11: 1-11 

As they approached Jerusalem 
and came to Bethphage and  
Bethany at the Mount of Olives, 
Jesus sent two of his disciples, 
2 saying to them, “Go to the village 
ahead of you, and just as you  
enter it, you will find a colt tied 
there, which no one has ever  
ridden. Untie it and bring it 
here. 3 If anyone asks you, ‘Why 
are you doing this?’ say, ‘The Lord 
needs it and will send it back here 
shortly.’” 4 They went and found a 
colt outside in the street, tied at a 
doorway. As they untied it, 5 some 
people standing there asked, 
“What are you doing, untying that 
colt?” 6 They answered as Jesus 
had told them to, and the people 
let them go. 7 When they brought 
the colt to Jesus and threw their 
cloaks over it, he sat on it. 8 Many 
people spread their cloaks on the 
road, while others spread  
branches they had cut in the 
fields. 9 Those who went ahead 
and those who followed shouted, 
“Hosanna!” “Blessed is he who 
comes in the name of the Lord!”[ 
10 “Blessed is the coming kingdom 
of our father David!” Hosanna in 
the highest heaven!” 11 Jesus  
entered Jerusalem and went into 
the temple courts. He looked 
around at everything, but since it 
was already late, he went out to 
Bethany with the Twelve.
